• Seek help when needed by meeting with teachers or attending tutorial sessions. PreAP/AP 
students will not be allowed to retest or redo major assignments unless 50% of the class fails. 

• Have good attendance.

STUDENT PROGRESS and EXIT CRITERIA: If student is failing at any reporting period, the teacher is 
required to contact the parent/guardian. If a student earns below a 70 in any Pre-AP/AP class for any two 
reporting periods during the first semester, he/she may be transferred to a regular program course.  The 
parent will be notified by the academic counselor prior to the student’s removal and the parent must 
consent to the change in writing. If a student chooses to remain in the Pre-AP/AP class after the initial 
change request recommendation is made, he/she will be unable to change classes until the end of the first 
semester.  Changes will not be recommended after the 2nd semester has begun.
